JEHOVAH SHALOM (GOD, OUR PEACE)  
God reveals Himself to us as Jehovah Shalom when 
we're over our heads - when He's given us a task that's 
more than we can handle. The first time God revealed 
Himself as Jehovah Shalom was when the angel of the 
Lord came to Gideon (Judges 6:24). Gideon had many 
reasons not to have peace. First, Israel was defeated. 
Second, Gideon was from a small family, and he was 
the youngest in the family. Yet, God wanted to work 
mightily among His people. He desired to bring them 
into victory, and Gideon was His chosen instrument. 
Gideon felt completely incapable. It was in that moment 
that God spoke peace to Gideon's heart. "But the LORD 
said to him, "Peace! Do not be afraid. You are not going 
to die" (Judges 6:23 NIV). The next verse says that 
Gideon built an altar and called it "The LORD is 
Peace." The rest is history. God used Gideon mightily in 
the days that followed. You, like Gideon, may feel over-
whelmed today because of an impossible mountain that 
you've been called to climb. You may be dismayed be-
cause of an unbearable situation in which you've been 
placed. You may feel small and weak. You may think, 
"I can't do it." Your heart may be filled with turmoil. 
When you come to know God as your peace, victory 
will follow. You'll climb that mountain and overcome 
those difficulties. Jesus said, "Peace. Be still."
