PowER FROM THE PULPIT NAMES OF GOD

GIFTS OF THE SPIRIT

1 Corinthians 12:4-10— ““Now
there are diversities of gifts, but
the same Spirit. And there are
differences of administrations, but
the same Lord. And there are di-
versities of operations, but it is
the same God which worketh all
in all. But the manifestation of the
Spirit is given to every man to
profit withal. For to one is given
by the Spirit the word of wisdom;
to another the word of knowledge
by the same Spirit; To another
faith by the same Spirit; to an-
other the gifts of healing by the
same Spirit; To another the work-
ing of miracles; to another proph-
ecy; to another discerning of spir-
its; to another divers kinds of
tongues; to another the interpre-
tation of tongues:™

There are 9 Gifts of the Spirit that
are broken down into three differ-
ent categories, which are:

Revelation Gift—These qifts
reveal, disclose and pull the cov-
ers off. The three revelation gifts
are Wisdom, Knowledge, and
Discerning of spirits.

Power Gifts—These gifts change
situations and manifest power.
The three power gifts are Faith,
Working of Miracles, and Gifts of
Healing.

Utterance Gifts—There gifts are
the voice of the Holy Spirit. The
three utterance gifts are tongues,
interpretation of tongues, and
prophecy.

SPIRIT OF WISDOM AND UNDERSTANDING
The Spirit of the LORD will rest on Him-- the Spirit of
wisdom and of understanding, the Spirit of counsel and of
power, the Spirit of knowledge and of the fear of the
LORD-- (Isaiah 11:2 NIV).

Wisdom is insight into matters of life, and understanding is
the judgment needed for living once we have the insight.
God, the Holy Spirit, has both because He is both wise and
understanding. James tells us, "If any of you lacks wisdom,
he should ask God, who gives generously to all without
finding fault, and it will be given to him" (James 1:5 NIV).
God is willing to give wisdom and understanding liberally
because to do so is to give of Himself. It's often the confus-
ing times that drive us to the knowledge of God as the One
who is wise and understanding. Allow God to use suffering
to make you more like Christ. In the same spirit, 1 would
encourage you not to waste your confusing circumstances.
Let it be that which motivates you to intimacy with God.
When you lack understanding, cry out to the One who is
Understanding. When you have no insight into a matter,
then run into the arms of the One who is Wisdom. As you
seek Him, you will find wisdom and understanding. Seek
God everyday. Know that you need Him. Know that with-
out Him, we are absolute failures, but with him we can do
all things. Learn to understand that He is the Source of all
wisdom. Ask God today for wisdom. He's promised to give
it liberally.

RIGHT AND WRONG CONFESSIONS
MARK 7:14-23

As Christians we need to learn to understand the im-
portance of the confessions we speak and understand
that the things we confess is an affirmation of the
things that we believe. A confession is a testifying of
something that we know and it is a witnessing for a
truth that we have embraced. Our confessions center
around four things.

1. What God in Christ has wrought for us.

2. What God through the Word and the Spirit has
wrought in us.

4.  What God can do through us or what the Word
will do in our lips.
